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Dear fellow citizens

The central sewerage system of Paralimni is the largest infrastructure project that we have all
built together in our area. Its smooth operation improves the quality of our lives and at the same
time helps to reduce its operating expenses and consequently the sewerage fees that are imposed.
For these reasons, we would like to inform you that the following pose a serious risk of
blocking the pipelines and should NOT be discharged in the system:

g ? OIL AND GREASE TRAPS-It is forbidden to discharge oil and
‘# grease traps in the central sewerage system. Oil should be placed in
containers and given to individuals/organizations that specialize in oil
recycling. Wastewater from hotel and restaurant kitchens, before
being discharged in the central sewerage system, must pass through a
grease trap, which must be periodically emptied by qualified sewage
collectors. For the purposes of disposal and treatment of grease
~ traps there is a special unit at the Wastewater Treatment Plant. This
- service is provided free of charge to qualified septage collectors.

FOOD - It is forbidden to dispose of it in the sewerage system
because it blocks the pipelines.

NAPPIES, WET WIPES AND SANITARY TOWELS- It is
forbidden to dispose of them in the sewerage system because they
block the pipelines.

- CHEMICALS - It is strictly forbidden to dispose of any kind of
chemical in the sewerage system. These substances should be placed
in special containers, which should be collected by companies that
specialize in their recycling. '

RAINWATER - It is strictly forbidden to dispose of it in the
central sewerage system. Rainwater should only go into street drains
or absorption pits.

Please note that the Law provides for the imposition of very strict penalties and fines on those
who illegally dispose of the above in the central sewerage system. By connecting our properties to
the central sewerage system, we all contribute to the improvement of our natural environment and
our quality of life. The central sewerage system was constructed with our money. Its smooth
operation saves money and benefits all of us. :
